Objectives: 
· Develop, organize, and implement one or more continuing education opportunities to the membership and interested nonmembers on relevant topics related to medical librarianship. 

· Coordinate efforts with the program committee in order to provide programs that are beneficial to the membership. 

· Coordinate with Wayne State University to provide access to MLA Webcasts.

· Prepare an annual report summarizing the committee's activities for 2007-2008.. 

· Notify membership of appropriate and timely professional development information, courses, and resources. 

· Prepare a projected budget and submit an expense report for the 2007 - 2008 fiscal year. 

· Submit relevant materials to the archives. 

Accomplishments:

Six MLA approved continuing education opportunities were offered this year.  This fully packed year first started off with the October 24, 2007 course “NLM Gateway and Clinical Trials.gov” taught by Sharon Brown and Joey Nicholson. The next day, Sharon and Joey continued with PubMed. These two courses gave a total of 11 credits, free of charge. 

Spring 2008 has brought the remaining courses, along with an eight week on-line course that the Committee promoted.

Anne Gervais and Bob Morrisey were Presenters on March 6, 2008 for the OVID SP Platform course. This course was offered at a free cost and registrants obtained 3.5 MLA credits. 

The Committee was able to promote the 8 week on-line course “Web 2.0 101 Introduction to Second Generation Web Tools”. This course offers weekly lessons and requires participation for 8 continuing education credits. It was offered to MLA free of charge; and was done so through MLA’s Social Networking Taskforce in association with NPC Geek Squad. 

April 15, 2008 was the CE course presented by Nandita Mani on Endnote. Six MLA CE credits were earned. There were a total of 14 Registrants who participated. One Registrant was refunded  due to extraordinary circumstances beyond their control.  A grade of “A” was given by every Participant, with the major strengths of the Course being the Instructor, Information Gained and the Demos/Hands-On opportunities. The only negative feedback was that Participants wished it was a full-day (6 CE credits) of EndNote exclusively. It was an excellent day of education with great feedback. 

We were pleased to host Jay Daly for the April 17, 2008 courses, “QuickDOC Introduction” and “QuickDOC Advanced”. Each course offered 3 credits, with a total of 6 credits for anyone taking both Introduction and Advanced courses. We had a total of 18 Registrants: 18 for the Introduction course, and 12 remaining for the Advanced course.  Most participants appreciated the Demos/Hands-on material as well as the Support materials given. Participants, who were not able to attend both sessions, wished they could have done so-both courses were well received. 

Along with the abundance of CE courses offered this Fiscal Year, we also co-hosted 2 MLA Webcasts with Wayne State University. 

The first webcast took place November 20, 2007 entitled “Scholarly Publishing and Open Access: Straight Talk”. Members earned 3.5 credits. 

The second webcast, “Web 2.0 Principles and Best Practices: Discovering the Participatory Web”, which was to take place March 5, 2008, and earning 3.5 credits, was cancelled at Wayne State University due to weather conditions. Registrants were given the opportunity to participate in the “30 day on demand” for this course, or to view it on March 5 on their own computers during the broadcast.    

My thanks to Sandra Martin for arranging the computer labs and community room at Wayne State University to facilitate our hands-on classes. Thank you Juliet for going above and beyond in handling all the Registrations, Speaker accommodations, and travel - your expertise and hard work is very much appreciated.         

Thanks to Valerie Reid for your gracious assistance in posting our courses’ information to the Web, blog and listserv, and for your work with PayPal.

To the entire Committee:  I appreciate your ongoing support as we chose our courses, Speakers, and facilities. I look forward to chairing next year and working with the Committee in continuing to offer informative and relevant CE.
